In the Right Place, at the Right Time

 It can often be difficult to have the visionary perspective in life to realize that 
we are both created for a purpose and currently fulfilling or acting in purpose. 
Such was the case for Esther, or Hadassah, an orphaned Jewish girl who was se-
lected to become the wife of King Xerxes during the captivity of Israel in Persia.  
 We often can feel that we cannot see God at work, as is the case in this ac-
count found in the Old Testament. Not once is the name of God mentioned in the 
course of the book’s 10 chapters, and yet God’s fingerprints are more than evident 
throughout the story. While we may feel that God is not present, if we would only 
have the wisdom to step back and look around, we may plainly view his action in 
our lives and the world around us. 
 Although we may feel small and insignificant, God Himself tells us, “I know 
the plans I have for you… to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give [us] 
hope and a future” (Jer. 29:11). God also says that “Before I formed you in the 
womb, I knew you. Before you were born, I set you apart…” (Jer. 1:5). We have 
been created, as Esther was, for a specific time and a specific purpose - but it is 
up to us to realize this facet of our image-bearer status and to allow God to work 
his purpose through us.  

We would do well to listen to the words of Esther’s guardian Mordecai as he 
admonished her: “Do not think to yourself that in the king’s palace you will escape 
any more than all the other Jews. For if you keep silent at this time, relief and de-
liverance will rise for the Jews from another place, but you and your father’s house 
will perish. And who knows whether you have not come to the kingdom for such a 
time as this?” (Esther 4:13-14). We have been created for a purpose - to serve as 
God’s ambassadors to a broken and suffering world, offering His good news of 
salvation to a lost and dying generation. 

The only question for you to answer is this: Where are you - place and time 
- where God needs you to allow Him to work his purposes through your life as a 
vessel? And will you allow yourself to be His vessel?
