     Al Gore recently won the Nobel Peace Prize.  Many do not realize how that medal was instituted.  It is 
an interesting story.  Alfred Nobel awoke one morning in Paris, France and found the daily newspaper at 
the front door of his hotel room. He opened the paper and found in it his own obituary.  It read “Alfred 
Nobel, the inventor of dynamite, who died yesterday, devised a way for more people to be killed in war 
than ever before,  and he died a very rich man.”  This epitaph discouraged Nobel.  He did not want to be 
remembered as the man who made his fortune by causing bloodshed and death. For this reason he 
established the Nobel Peace Prize awarded to those who make strides toward promoting peace around 
the world.  Nobel said when looking at the situation, “Every man ought to have the chance to view his 
epitaph in midstream and write a new one.” 
     Paul tells the Corinthians, “Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed 
away; behold, new things have come.”  (2 Cor. 5:17)  We have in the Gospel the opportunity to look at 
our lives midstream and change not just what is thought of us, but also what becomes of us in the end.

We then put on the new self who is being renewed to the knowledge of the one who 
created him.  Simply put, we can see where our lives are heading and change the path if it is 
unacceptable.  We do this by putting the world aside and following after the will of God in our lives. (Matt. 
6:33, “But seek first His kingdom and His righteousness and all these things will be added to you.”)
