
 

WISDOM 
1 Kings 3:3-15 

 

 Solomon was allowed to ask whatever he wished from God.  He was told 
that whatever he asked would be granted to him.  He could have asked for 
power, wealth, long-life, or even the death of his enemies.  Instead he asked 
God for wisdom in judgment so that he could rule over his people well.  He 
wanted the ability to judge properly according to the will of God. 
 In life, we should seek that same wisdom.  Not that we are kings over 
people and rule over them, but that we have wisdom in our service to God.  
Wisdom is the appropriate application of knowledge. In order to apply 
knowledge, one must first possess knowledge.  We must “study to show 
ourselves approved…” but many of us look past the last part of this passage in 2 
Timothy 2:15, “...accurately handling the word of truth.”  See, accurately handling 
is the wisdom aspect. When we apply God’s word to our life we handle it 
accurately. We respect it by making sense of it to today’s context.  Keeping the 
truth absolute and understanding how it applies to today and brings us closer to 
Christ.  James says that if you want this wisdom in your life you simply pray to 
God who gives to all generously and without reproach. (James 1:5)  We must 
study what the text meant, and then its application to today’s life situations.  
Appropriate application of godly wisdom will do this in such a way as to respect 
both aspect of God’s word.
