If we had such desire we would be
at church services much more often. We would also be with one another at other
times and on soci al occasi ons.
see what happens to real fellowship. He grappled with Satan. In this area he is
asking for their patience with him. He is not always able to do everything he
wants to do. That being the case he asks them to keep on doing what they ought
until he can be with them again. This is because he glories in their obedience. As
they grow in the grace of Jesus Christ through obedience he is made happier. His
love for them was not tied up in what they owed or gave to him. His joy was made
full when things worked out well for them spiritually.

Fellowship was not determined on what food the Thessalonians made well.
It was based on a genuine love for Christ and His creation. Paul loved Jesus and
then by extension he loved the Thessalonians. When he saw the good things
they were doing and the endurance they demonstrated he was happy. If we could
develop this attitude toward one another, we love to see each other and are
overjoyed at spiritual growth of our
